The course:
Provides basic information on retrofitting existing flood-prone residential buildings with a focus on flooding situations with minimal wave action
Is a prerequisite for E279: Retrofitting Flood-Prone Residential Buildings, a 4-day in-person EMI course
Introduces the technical design concepts that are presented in E279
Is intended for design and construction professionals
Learning Objectives of the Course
Be able to identify the five basic retrofitting methods that are appropriate for one- to four-family residential buildings with one to three stories and located in flood-prone areas:
Elevation
Relocation
Dry floodproofing
Wet floodproofing
Floodwalls and levees
Be able to identify the policies, regulations, building codes, standards, and National Flood Insurance Program policies that are applicable to retrofitting projects. 
Be able to evaluate the suitability of each retrofitting method for individual residential buildings.
Gain an understanding of the factors, including both flood-related and non-flood-related hazards, that should be considered in the selection and design of a retrofitting method.
